Background of Wastewater Management Authority

The Wastewater Management Authority (WMA) is a state enterprise under the Ministry of Natural Resources and
Environment established by the Royal Decree Establishing The Wastewater Management Authority, on August 257 1995 as a result of
the increasingly severe wastewater issues in the lower Chao Phraya river basin, which urgently require continuous problem-solving.

Therefore, the Wastewater Management Authority’s objectives were outlined in the Royal Decree Establishing the
Wastewater Management Authority, in B.E. 2538 (1995) and was amended in 1997 and 2005 as appeared in Section 6, page 4 with
the additional objectives that the Wastewater Management Authority must provide the management and services of both within
and outside its assigned areas. This amendment will empower the WMA to manage the water treatment systems in local munici-
palities to ensure the system’s effectiveness.

The “wastewater management areas” included Bangkok Metropolis, Nakhon Pathom, Nonthaburi, Pathum Thani, Samut
Prakan, Samut Sakhon, and any other areas as assigned by the Cabinet, and announced in Article 3, page 2 of the Government
Gazette.

1. To develop the capacity of trainers on technique in wastewater management and treatment at
the Wastewater Treatment Training Center in Thailand.

2. To train the Wastewater Management Authority’s personnel to become trainers with knowledge
and skill on wastewater treatment technology including operations and maintenance of wastewater treatment
systems to be conducted in 2 classes consisting of 5 technical trainers in each class to be trained in Saitama
Prefecture, Japan.

5.2 Cooperation program with the German International Cooperation Agency (Deutsche gesellchaft
fur Internationale Zusammenarbeit : GIZ GmbH) in reducing the impacts of climate change from water system
and wastewater. The objective is to improve the balance of carbon in water and sewage utilities in Mexico, Peru
and Thailand. The cooperation also introduces technologies to reduce greenhouse emissions without affecting
normal operation services. The program commenced on June 2016 till December 2018, consisting of the
following activities:

1. Four pilot areas of wastewater treatment systems were selected as follows:
- Chiang Mai Municipality, Chiang Mai Province
- Hat-Yai Municipality, Songkhla Province
- Krabi Municipality, Krabi Province
- SaenSuk Municipality, Chonburi Province
To assess the greenhouse gas emissions caused by the management and use of wastewater and
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electricity including basic suggestion on improvement of wastewater system to reduce greenhouse gas emission.

2. Organized the training for the staffs of Wastewater Management Authority to enhance the knowl-
edge on greenhouse gas emission in wastewater treatment systems, guidelines for effcient energy consumption in
wastewater treatment systems, the use of greenhouse gas assessment tools and assessment of energy effciency
in wastewater treatment systems.

5.3 Cooperation program with the Republic of Korea under the Wastewater Management
Master Plan in the Eastern Region of Thailand in developing a master plan in wastewater management
in this part of Thailand. The objective was to increase the cooperation in the industrial wastewater industry and
technologies between Thailand and South Korea and to prepare a wastewater management plan to manage
the wastewater in targeting sanitary development area of Thailand. In addition, the wastewater management
cooperation project between Thailand and South Korea commenced in July 2016 till 20 November 2017
consisting of the following activities:

1. Organized meetings among local governments, Regional Environmental Offce 13 (Chonburi),
Rayong Natural Resources and Environmental Offce, including Chantaburi and Trat, with data collections on
wastewater management to select a target area.

2. Surveyed the eastern region of Thailand and conducted meetings with various municipalities
to collect information on wastewater management in these areas.

3. Prepared a draft design study on details of the wastewater treatment system and Interim
report in the area of Pluak Daeng district, Rayong which was chosen as the target area.

4. Korea Environmental Industry and Technology Institute (KEITI) had invited the representative
of Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment, representative of Ministry of Interior, municipal
representatives, executives and staff of Wastewater Management Authority to attend the conference and
conducted a study tour on wastewater management under the project to exchange technology as well as
suggest on wastewater management.

5. To consider the full report in November 2017.

4. Action Plan of the Wastewater Management Authority for Fiscal Year 2018

The Wastewater Management Authority, as a government agency with missions and responsibility in
wastewater management, has promoted and undertaken various activities to resolve pollution issues and restore
water quality in the wastewater management areas. Four targets were established as follows:

1. Organization development.

2. Improvement, restoration and management of wastewater treatment systems.

3. Construction of wastewater treatment systems in wastewater management areas.

4. Reuse of treated wastewater.

The Wastewater Management Authority had prepared work plans and projects to support these targets
as follows:

1. Organizational development in preparing the complete management system within the
organization for effective operation, in consistency with relevant policies and work plans, as well as to support
and to promote the operation of the organization.

2. Improvement, restoration and management of wastewater treatment systems in local
government areas including the increase of one additional municipality wastewater treatment systems
from the former.

3. Increase the construction and management of 4 small - scale wastewater treatment systems
from the former.

4. Reuse of treated wastewater in wastewater management areas.
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Sustainability Report
Wastewater Management Authority
for Fiscal Year 2017

Under the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change, Thailand has ratifed to participate in the
United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change in 1994 and also ratifed to the Paris Agreement which
built upon this Convention. Later, the United Nations has announced the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs)
as quidelines for development policies from 2016-2030, a period of 15 years, comprising 17 goals and 169 targets.

To obtain these Goals, Thailand has established a 20-Year National Strategic Plan and a 12th National
Economic and Social Development Plan (2017-2021) which correlates to the Sustainable Development Goals.
Also, a Sustainable Development Committee was established with the Prime Minister ﬂresiding as the Chairman
to defne the guidelines and strategies for sustainable development and to improve the living standards of the
people. In addition, the Cabinet has apﬂroved Thailand’s Nationally Determined Contribution Roadmap on
Mitigation 2021-2030 on 23 May 2017 with a commitment to formulate strategies with the potential to reduce
greenhouse gas (GFG) emissions in the waste sector on wastewater management by 700 kt-CO2eq by 2030.
However, presently many wastewater treatment systems of local administrative organizations in Thailand are
not under the operations of the Wastewater Management Authority. Thus, there is a need to establish an Action
Plan to establish guidelines to reduce and monitor greenhouse gas emissions from municipal wastewater
treatment systems, and also to support wastewater mana?ement work is effcient in anticipation of an increase
in the number of wastewater treatment plants in the future. In this regard, the Wastewater Management
Authoritr established a 20-Year Greenhouse Gas Reduction Plan for the Municipal Wastewater Sector (2019-2036)
to correlate with the Cabinet’s resolution.

To perform the work is in response to SDG 6 (Clean Water and Sanitation) and SDG 13 (Climate Action)
for fscal year 2017, the Wastewater Management Authority has operated and managed wastewater treatment
systems for local municipalities in 25 areas and constructed small-scale wastewater treatment systems
in 7 areas with a combined total capacity of 66.75 million cubic meters, thus reducing wastewater discharged into
natural waterways in 14 river basins and contributing to improve the water quality in river basins. Total revenue
from wastewater treatment operations was 51,656,360 baht with electricity consumption accounting for
the main cost of amounting to 8,075,942 kilowatt - hours. To evaluate Eco-Effciency which is the ratio calculated
from revenue obtained from operations of the wastewater treatment plants to electricity consumption, equals
to 6.40 baht per kilowatt - hour.

Wastewater Management Authority has the goal to improve the Eco-Effciency evaluation up to 4 times
(Factor 4) by the year 2026.

In addition, the Wastewater Management Authority has conducted the Program on Waste and Wastewater
Companies for Climate Mitigation (WaCCliM) under the German International Cooperation (GIZ) and International
Water Association (IWA) with the objective to formulate technical recommendations to monitor greenhouse
gas emissions from wastewater treatment plants, as well as to give recommendations on how to reduce greenhouse
gas emissions through the development of a toolkit that can measure greenhouse gas emissions and assess
energy consumption known as Energy Performance and Carbon Emissions Assessment and Monitoring (ECAM).
The Wastewater Management Authority has used the ECAM toolkit in 4 pilot wastewater treatment plants, namely,
in the Chiang Mai Municipality of Chiang Mai province, Krabi Municipality of Krabi province, the Sansuek
Municipality of Chonburi province, and the Hat Yai Municipality of Songkla province with a combined total
of greenhouse gas emissions from the treatment plants of 11,970,000 kg - CO2/year in which the Wastewater
Management Authority plans to assess GHG emissions from the wastewater treatment plants to cover all
25 areas and report the results automatically through a software application to be developed.

Risk Management

The Wastewater Management Authority had operated the risk management policy under the principles
of the COSO-ERM (Committee of Sponsoring Organization-Enterprise Risk Management) and the internal control
with emphasis on the good corporate governance principles. Both policies were put in place to ensure that the
organization has a professional operation with effective internal control and credible fnancial reporting system.
These practices provided evidence to the credibility of the Wastewater Management Authority’s operation
in terms of achieving all organization goals with effciency and effectiveness, as well as increasing the trust in
fnancial report in addition to legal and regulatory compliance.

The Risk Management and Internal Control Subcommittee established by the Wastewater Management
Authority Committee act to monitor and implement policies of risk management framework and internal
control.

The risk management results: The Wastewater Management Authority in the Fiscal Year 2017 had
implemented risk management with goals achieved. The Wastewater Management Authority gave a priority
to risk management in developing the Annual Risk Management Plan and defned quideline in according to
the objectives, goal, and strategies plans of the Wastewater Management Authority. In addition, the executives
and every staff should be risk owners with the duty to evaluate, manage, control, and mitigate the risks in the
department and report to the executives, Risk Management and Internal Control Subcommittee, and Wastewater
Management Authority Committee.
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Internal Control

The Wastewater Management Authority realized and anticipated the importance of Internal Control
System which is the mechanism in supervision of Good Corporate Governance and is an important factor in
helping to achieve the principal mission of the effciency and effectiveness of the Wastewater Management
Authority. Internal control is the responsibility for all staffs in conducting works to abide by the principle of the
State Audit Commission on the defnition of Internal Control Standards, 2001.

The Risk Management and Internal Control Subcommittee appointed by the Wastewater
Management Authority Committee have the duty to supervise the policy of the implementation of risk
management framework and internal control including monitoring and reviewing the risk management
and internal control procedures.

The Wastewater Management Authority committees had appointed the Good Governance
Subcommittee comprised of representatives from the Wastewater Management Authority committee
which has knowledge and experience on managing organization under the good governance principle.
The Subcommittee can exercise their roles with independence and impartial judgment and then report
their viewpoints to the Wastewater Management Authority Committee when conficts of interest occur within
the organization.

The Wastewater Management Authority stipulates that the executives and staff avoid any action which
may cause confict of interest.

Proposal to Board of Directors

Offce of the Auditor General has conducted a fnancial audit on the Wastewater Management
Authority’s fnancial statement, which consists of a fnancial statement as of September 30, 2016, comprehensive
proft and loss statement, statement of changes in stockholders equity, and statement of cash fow as of the
same year-end, as well as footnotes summarizing important accounting policies.

Offce of the Auditor General views that the fnancial statements shows the fnancial status of the
Wastewater Management Authority as of September 30, 2017, including the performance and cash fow for the
same year-end as correct. The fnancial statements are prepared in accordance with the generally accepted
accounting principles.

Criteria for Comments

Offce of the Auditor General has performed according to the fnancial auditing standard and
accounting auditing standard. The responsibility of the Offce of the Auditor General is stated in the paragraph
of responsibility of the auditor to the fnancial statements as in the report of the Offce of the Auditor General.
The Offce of the Auditor General is independent from the other business according to the fnancial audit-
ing standard and the Code of Ethics of Professional Accountants as defned by the Federation of Accounting
Professional in respect to the audit of fnancial statements.

Other Information

will prepare the Annual Report and present it to the Offce of the Auditor General after the date of this
auditor’s report.

The opinion of the Offce of the Auditor General on the fnancial statements does not cover other
information and the Offce of the Auditor General does not assure the other information. G‘(L
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The responsibility of the Offce of the Auditor General regarding the fnancial statements is reading
and considering whether other information has signifcant conficts with the fnancial statements or with the
knowledge gained from the audit of the Offce of the Auditor General, or it appears that any other information
is misrepresented from the matter of evidence or not.

When the Offce of the Auditor General has read the Annual Report, and if the Offce of the Auditor
General concludes that the information presented is signifcantly contradictory to the facts, the Offce of the
Auditor General would communicate this matter to the person in charge of supervision.

Responsibility of executives and those responsible for overseeing the Financial Statements

Executives management is responsible for the preparation and presentation of these corrected
fnancial statements to conform with general accounting principles and fnancial reporting standard includ-
ing responsible for internal control that the executives consider for its necessity to prepare its fnancial
statements without information contradicting the facts regardless of corruption or errors,

In preparing the fnancial statements, the executives have the responsibilities to assess the ability of
the business to continue its operations, to disclose any matters related to ongoing operations in accordance as
appropriate, and to use the accounting criteria for continued operations, except however, when the executives
intend to liquidate or to stop the operation or are unable continue the operations.

For the Fiscal Year ending 30" September 2017

1. General information

Wastewater Management Authority (WMA) was founded under the Royal Decree Establishing the Wastewater
Management Authority in B.E. 2538, which was later amended (No.2) in B.E. 2540 and (No.3) in B.E. 2548. The objective
of its establishment is to provide the central wastewater treatment systems to treat the wastewater within and outside
the wastewater management areas with service fee charge including any other wastewater treatment related services
with economic effectiveness.

Wastewater Management Authority (WMA) has the right to conduct survey research, develop operation plan,
design construction, manage and maintain the wastewater treatment system and the central wastewater treatment system,
follow up and assess the wastewater treatment operational system within and outside the wastewater management
areas, and the central wastewater treatment system within the controlled wastewater management areas. In addition,
the organization also has the right to establish a limited or a public limited company in order to operate the wastewater
management business in the controlled wastewater management areas. The participation by entering into a business
partnership with private or public companies within and outside the Kingdom of Thailand or international organizations
can be done to achieve the beneft of the organization’s business within the objective framework. However Wastewater
Management Authority may hold shares in the limited company or public limited company not exceeding 30 percent.

The offce building is located at 333 Lao Peng Nguan Tower 1, 23 Viphavadee Rangsit Road, Jomphol, Jatujuk,
Bangkok, 10900.

2. Criteria for the preparation and presentation of fnancial statements

2.1 Wastewater Management Authority prepared the fnancial statements for the year ending 30 September
2017 according to the standard of fnancial reporting of Accounting Act B.E. 2543 (2000), listing made according to
Accounting Standard Issue 1 (Revised 2014), on Financial Reporting and Announcement of the Department of Business
Development on stipulation of abridged items requiring Financial Statement on 28 September , 2011.

2.2 Wastewater Management Authority abides according to Thai Accounting Standards, Thai Financial Report-
ing Standards, Thai Accounting Standards Interpretations, and Thai Financial Reporting Standards Interpretations revised
according to Announcement of the Federation of Accounting Professions, effective for accounting period beginning or
after January 1st, 2016 upheld on October 1, 2016 with no signifcant effects on the Accounting and Financial Policy of
WMA following its effective period.

Financial Reporting Standards Interpretation according to the Federation of Accounting Professions as announced in the
Government Gazette and has yet to be enforced.

After careful consideration, the executives of the Wastewater Management Authority determined that the new
and revised Thai Accounting Standards, Thai Financial Reporting Standards, Thai Accounting Standards Interpretations,
and Thai Financial Reporting Standards Interpretations will not affect the fnancial budget in the year taken for the new
implementation.

3. Summary of Signifcant Accounting Policies
3.1 Government Subsidy
The Wastewater Management Authority has implemented Thai Accounting Standards No. 20 (Revised 2015)
regarding the Accounting for Government Grants and Disclosure of Government Assistance as guided by State Enterprise
Policy Offce document no. Korkor 0805.1/Wor.43, dated March 8™ 2013 as follows :
3.1.1 Grants related to assets are recognized as accrued revenue and accumulated as revenue earned by
proft or loss under a systemized and practical framework throughout the economic life of the assets.
3.1.2 Grants related to income are considered as net income and to be reported separately.
3.2 Monetary or Assets Donations
The Wastewater Management Authority’s conduct on monetary or asset donations complied with the State
Enterprise Policy Offce document No. Korkor 0805.1/W 43, dated March 8" 2013 as follows :
Unconditional assets donations that occurred starting in fscal year 2012 are recorded as follows :
- Assets with value per unit not exceeding 30,000 baht is recorded as expense and revenue from donation.
- Assets with value per unit exceeding 30,000 baht is recorded as assets and deferred income and to be
recognized gradually according to depreciation of the asset’s useful life.
3.3 Property, Plant and Equipment
The Wastewater Management Authority has adopted Thai Accounting Standards No.16 (Revised 2015)
regarding Property, Plant and Equipment to ensure that the accounting for property, plants and equipments is executed
in accordance to the principle of component basis by which the cost of asset is shown separately in regards to their
differences in signifcance and economic life as of the acquired date or completed construction date which are as follows:
3.3.1 Assets which cost per unit less than 30,000 Baht are to be fully recognized as expenses in the
acquisition period and assets which cost per unit exceeding 30,000 Baht are to be fully recognized as assets and registered
under the fxed asset register to provide direct control over those assets according to the Ministry of Finance document
Korkor 0511/ Wor.51 dated April 3¢ 1991 on the minimum limit of tangible assets that can be considered expenses on
wholly purchased accounts by creating a fxed assets register for control purposes.
3.3.2 Depreciation is calculated by using straight line method depending on the economic useful life as

3.3.3 Work in progress is to be recorded with deferred income earned from the budget cost of construction.
34 Intangible Assets
Intangible assets are presented by their cost on the date of transaction or the date of fnal arrangement
minus the accumulated amortization. The amortization is calculated by the straight line method according to the assets’
useful life of approximately fve years.
3.5 Accrued Budget Income
Accrued budget income is an income incurred from budget but has not yet been collected. At the end of
the fscal year, the income will be recorded as the amount of unpaid debts and requisite to pay for these debts
3.6 Revenue and Expense Recognition
Revenue and expense are recognized under the accrual basis
3.7 Provident Fund
The Wastewater Management Authority and staffs have set up provident funds pursuant with the Provi-
dent Fund Act B.E. 2530 under the name “Registered Thai Munkong Provident Fund” and subsequently on October 1%,
2013 the name was changed to “ Registered Thai Munkong Master Pool Provident Fund”. The Wastewater Management
Authority employees make contributions of a rate between 3 to 15% of monthly wage and the Wastewater Manage-
ment Authority provides grant-in-aid for its provident fund members at a rate of 9% of their monthly wages from the frst
month of their membership throughout their working life. If the employee’s length of employment exceeds 20 years,
the Wastewater Management Authority is required to provide grant-in-aid at 10% of the monthly wage and recognize it
as operating expenses under comprehensive income.
3.8 Employee Berefts
The Wastewater Management Authority provides post-employment benefts. The beneftsinclude severance
package (pay) according to labor laws and regulation. The defned beneft obligation is calculated according to actuarial
gains and losses with projected unit credit method. The present value of the defned beneft obligation is calculated at
a discount rate by which the interest cost is based on market yields on government bonds.
Actuarial gains and losses are included in other comprehensive income in the reporting period in which
they occur.
3.9 Committee and Staff Bonus
The Wastewater Management Authority was classifed by the state Enterprise Policy Offce as a non-proft
seeking supporting enterprise that is funded primarily by the annual government budget (group 4), according to the
State Enterprise Policy Offce document Korkor 0805.1/3570, dated September 16 2014. The Wastewater Management
Authority was evaluated and met the criteria for bonuses. Therefore, the Wastewater Management Authority assigned
bonuses to its committee and staff, as presented in the statements of comprehensive income.

4.15 Contingent Liabilities

As of September 30", 2017 Wastewater Management Authority may be accountable for liabilities from
in 3 main lawsuits amounting to 25.47 million baht as follows:

1. The Administrative Court of Black Case No. 773/2554 dated August 30th 2012 between Mr. Tanong Tant-
iteeravit, the plaintiff, and the Chairman of the Wastewater Management Authority, 1st defendant, and the Wastewater
Management Authority as the 2nd defendant. The defendant terminate the hire contract of the plaintiff with unfairness.
The plaintiff fled for damage caused by not working under the contract from April 21st , 2010 to December 20th , 2011
for 20 months. The fnal monthly salary is 0.17 million baht, totally 3.49 million baht. Variable remuneration or annual
special remuneration at the rate of 30% of the total annual remuneration was 0.56 million per year for 2 years amounting
to 1.12 million baht. Damages caused by defamation to the claimant and ancestry according to unfounded allegations
that accused the claimant committed a criminal offense intentionally to the employer amounted to 5.00 million baht.
The damages caused the claimant to be unable to work in various agencies, both public and private due to serious al-
legations of falsehood. The claimant can work up to 65 years. The claimant lacked the opportunity to work in various
agencies, representing a salary of 0.20 million baht until the trial ends. This amounted to 4.80 million baht. The total
damages amounted to 13.41 million Baht plus interest at the rate of 7.5% per annum from the date of termination until
the payment has been paid to the plaintiff. The Administrative Court has ruled in decided Red case at No. 2725/2558,
dated December 23rd 2015, dismissed. Subsequently, on January 22nd , 2016, the plaintiff appealed as a black case
lawsuit at No. 232/2559, on January 22, 2016. Currently, the case is being considered by the Supreme Court.

2. Central Administrative Court of Black Case No. 1647/2556, date September 3, 2556 between Amor-
chai Engineering Co., Ltd., the lawsuit against the Wastewater Management Authority prosecuted in case of not being fair
about the implementation of construction contract for wastewater treatment system of small community at Bang Pla
Subdistrict, Samut Sakhon. The damage amounted to 2.91 million baht. At present, the case is being considered by the
Central Administrative Court.

3. Central Administrative Court of Black Case No. 472/2559 dated March 28" 2016 between TCM
Wastewater Co., Ltd., a lawsuit against Wastewater Management Authority prosecuted in case of the breach of contract
for repairing sewage treatment system of Sing Buri Municipality. The damage amounted to 9.15 million Baht. Currently,
the case is under consideration by the Central Administrative Court.
